Paragraph 7.5 of the Hahnenkamm User Rules (on the Members page of the Hahnenkamm 
website) provides that, outside of the Ski Season ‘members and guests are responsible for 
preparation of their own meals, and maintenance of the kitchen, dining, lounge, laundry 
areas and general lodge facilities in a clean and tidy condition’.
